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Acts- 2 Corinthians


You will prepare yourself to answer any of the three questions listed below. On the day of the test one of the essay questions will be asked and you will write a 3-paragraph answer (a paragraph is 5-6 sentences, that would be a total of 10-12 sentences). You will write your essay to a brand new Christian named Ryan, who doesn’t understand theological terms or ideas. You will have to explain everything in detail so Ryan can understand. Ryan also does not know where things are found in the Bible; therefore you must use as much Scripture as possible to support your answer. The one thing that Ryan has learned thus far is that he shouldn’t take anyone’s opinion as truth, but rather must be convinced by Scripture. Your job is to convince Ryan based on what the Bible says. Ryan will grade your essays and will grade them based on whether he was convinced by your argument. 
1) What is the gift of tongues? Who spoke in tongues at Pentecost? In what ways is the church today mistaken in their view and practice of this gift?

2) How does God act in our Salvation? Do we have a choice in our salvation? Does God practice double pre-destination? 

3) What should our view be regarding marriage, divorce, and remarriage?
